Dear Parents:

We had a wonderful first day today!  Hopefully, your kids had fun, made some new friends, and will be back with the same enthusiasm tomorrow.  A few notes:

All letters home will be archived on the website.  Rather than repeat information, I will rely on you to go back and check communications that you may have missed.  I would like to remind you to download and complete the Cast Form, DVD and Ad forms and send them in this week with your children.

Cars are not allowed into the horseshoe area.  This is dangerous for the children.  So please park on the street and do not pull into the driveway!

Scripts went home with your children today.  We are very excited about this show, which was written by our director, Kristy Graves.  We learned so much about the history of the Broadway musical in putting the script together, and are looking forward to sharing this with your children.   Scripts should come back and forth with your child EACH day.  We can’t make extra copies if kids lose them.  I will put them on the website in case you need to print them out.

Please remember that pick ups and drop offs are outside the door of the horseshoe.  Staff will be available as of 9:15AM to watch the children while they line up and get ready to enter the building at 9:30AM.  They may not enter the building prior to 9:15 AM, as we need this time for our morning staff meeting.  So please do not bring your child prior to 9:15 as there is no one to supervise him/her. Please try to be on time as we have a ton to cover in the next 14 days!

Signing in and out: It is very important that the person responsible for your child make eye contact with his or her counselor at pick up time.  We want to make sure that all children are picked up safely.

The heat:  We know how hot it is and we are doing all we can to keep your children comfortable.  Luckily, when the a/c is on in the auditorium, it keeps the wing relatively cool.  Please know that we are doing all we can keep them hydrated.  We will not be able to have outdoor recess until the temperature drops below 90 degrees.

The play:  As we explained to your children, there was so much material to cover about the history of Broadway and the Golden Age of the American musical that we ended the show with Peter Pan.  I know that some of them are disappointed that we’re not including songs from Annie.  Hopefully some of those kids will join us in the winter when we do the full production of Annie.
